2. Object of Funding

· Initiation of project-oriented and institutional cooperation
· Preparation of larger projects and cooperations under the BMBF funding program or other research related programs of the EU (preparation phase, pilot projects)
Applications may be submitted for the following areas of research:

· Environmental and Climate Research, Environmental Technologies
· Research of Food, Green Biotechnology

· Geotechnology  (e. g.: exploration of resources)

· Health Research and Biosciences 

· Physical and Chemical Technologies

· Information and Communication Technology

· Production Technologies

· Arts and Social Sciences

3. Recipients of funding

German research institutions, universities and small and medium-sized enterprises (SME) are permitted to apply for funding in collaboration with institutions of CIS countries, among them Moldova.
4. Conditions for funding/ type, scope and rates of funding

Funding for the German applicants is awarded in the form of non-repayable grants.
Applicants have to take into consideration the EU Research Framework Program and have to prove specific European components for solely orientated or additional EU-funding.
Applicants can be handed in continuously until December, 31, 2011.
